Family

» Our goal: to honor the parents of the students we serve, by coming alongside the efforts of parents and creating a
healthy family-like community for students at youth group
# Scriptural foundations:
e God’s intention for his people has always been for spiritual growth and maturity to happen in the context of
family life (Deuteronomy 6:6-7)
e Family is a metaphor for our relationship with God (Isaiah 62:5, Revelation 19:7)
* Family is one of God’s metaphors for our relationship with other believers (Galatians 6:10)
e Adoption is the lifeblood of EVERY family:
o Jesus was adopted by Joseph into the line of David in Matthew 1:16-25
Each person is commanded to adopt their role in a family in Ephesians 5:22-6:4
o We are “adopted as sons” into God's family in Ephesians 1:5
Family structure and authority is important (5" commandment found in Exodus 20:12)

Ownership
Adolescent students are at an age where they must make personal decisions about their faith and belief systems. They
will question everything they have been taught, and will eventually “own” their faith, beliefs, and world-view.
~ Our goal: to give students the resources and opportunities they need to achieve ownership of their faith, becoming
fully developing followers of Jesus Christ.
~ Scriptural foundations:
e Luke indicates that Jesus himself had to go through some of this process (Luke 2:42-52)
¢ Paul discusses how his thinking matured between childhood and adulthood, and how it affected his faith (1
Corinthians 13:11-13)
¢ Paul commends the Bereans for not simply receiving his teaching, but searching the Scriptures themselves to
take ownership of their faith (Acts 17:11)
e Peter commands his readers to make an internal commitment to Christ and be prepared to make an external
declaration of faith (1 Peter 3:15)

Community

Though the modern era has seen an emphasis on one’s personal relationship to Christ, throughout Scripture believers are

called to live and express their faith in community with other believers. Especially for adolescents, faith development

needs to happen in the context of a safe and healthy community. We believe that a loving, safe and fun community is

also one of the best evangelistic tools available to student ministry.
